International Executive Committee

Meeting Minutes
Capital Board Room at Hyatt Regency
June 15-16, 2007

Call to Order: President Jim Finnegan, SR/WA, called the meeting to order at 7:50 am
All members were present except General Counsel Steve Ruth who joined the
deliberations at 11:30 am.

Minutes of May 21, 2007 Conference Call: Jim Struble, SR/WA, moved that the
minutes of the May 21, 2007 conference call be approved as distributed. Vice President
Faith Roland, SR/WA, seconded the motion which approved unanimously.

Status of EVP Search: President Finnegan provided an update on the executive vice
president search. The tentative schedule of the meetings with potential candidates and
the search firm was reviewed. A conference call will be held prior to the meeting to
discuss questions for the candidates.

IRWA Chairs and Vice Chairs Meeting on Saturday: Struble reviewed the agenda for
the meeting, noting that the chairs and vice chairs would be divided into four discussion
groups to address the Association’s structure and to improve communications.

Uniform Act Certification: Finnegan noted that he had distributed copies of the
AASHTO presentation to the Right of Way Consultants Council and to AASHTO for
inclusion in the Orlando, FL proceedings. A meeting with AASHTO and FHWA is
scheduled for July 2007 to further discussions. '

Federal Meetings in July: Roland reviewed the agencies that will be visited in
Washington, DC in July 2007. It was agreed that a lunch will be held Thursday lunch for
other agencies with interest in the Uniform Act.

Training for 2007-8 Region Chairs/Vice Chairs: Struble and Roland reviewed the
scheduled training sessions for 2007-8 region chairs and vice chairs on Wednesday
morning.

Executive Vice President’s Report: Executive Vice President Stork provided a brief
update on headquarters operations. The IEC requested that a list of long tenured
employees be shared with them for proper recognition.



Statement on Unification of Appraisal Organizations: The IEC approved a statement
regarding the unification of appraisal organizations to be released on June 18 on the
IRWA website.

Educational Summit Implementation Update: Stork reviewed the progress toward the
educational summit implementation, noting that the major area left for implementation
was the web-based training. He reviewed the suggested options for web-based training
which will be previewed with the IPDC on Saturday morning.

75™ IRWA Anniversary in 2009: It was agreed that IRWA will announce plans to
convene a task force for the 75" anniversary during 2007-8.

Finance Committee Report: Secretary-Treasurer Juan Zaragosa, SR/WA, reviewed the
April 2007 financial statements, noting that IRWA had a positive variance against the
anticipated budget in excess of $199,000. The positive variance was caused by income
exceeding projections by 6.3% while expenses were about a half a percent below
expectations.

Investment Policy Recommendations: Stork noted that Fred Nasri would begin
implementing the new investment policy as approved at the April 2007 meeting
beginning in July 2007. A total of $200,000 would be invested over the next year,
representing approximately 10% of liquid assets as of July 1, 2007. One-twelfth of the
$200,000 would be invested each month in an index fund tracking the Standard and
Poor’s 500 stock average, per the approved policy.

Education/Professional Development: Stork reported that the course revamp project
headed up by David Layne, SR/WA, was on schedule and should be completed by
February 1, 2008.

Communications and Marketing Committee: Stork reported that membership was
trending approximately 5% up against the same time last year and that exit interviews
with non-renewing members was being conducted by IRWA staff.

Task Force on Designations and Certifications: Struble reviewed his initial ideas
regarding appointment to the task force on designations and certifications as approved by
the IEC in April 2007.

2007 Annual Conference: Stork reviewed the schedule for the upcoming meeting
involving the IEC. He noted that attendance at the annual meeting was trending slightly
behind the same time last year in Denver, CO. One issue has been the failure of the
Marriott Hotel to open on time but individuals will be provided alternate
accommodations as well as one night’s free hotel room for their inconvenience by the
Marriott.



Review of BOD Meeting Agenda: The IEC reviewed the scripts for the Board of
Directors meeting and discussed the various possibilities of the amendments and
resolutions being considered.

Public Real Estate Education Symposium: Roland outlined the plans for the July 2007
planning session for PRES in Washington, DC and indicated that over the summer, staff
would investigate the feasibility of PRES in Las Vegas, NV in 2009.

2012 Annual Conference Bids: Stork reported that the four host candidates for 2012
have been contacted and made aware that they have five minutes for their presentation to
the BOD on Wednesday afternoon.

Education Foundation Reports: Finnegan reported that nothing had transpired since the
April 2007 meeting regarding the foundations. Stork noted that Vicky Turpin, SR/WA,
had been in contact with Barbara Billitzer, Publisher and Chief Marketing Officer,
regarding developing promotional materials for the RWIEF.

Maturen Reappointed As IRWA Representative to the Appraisal Foundation:
Struble moved and Roland seconded a motion that David Maturen, SR/WA, be appointed
for another term as the IRWA representative to the Appraisal Foundation. Roland
Approved.

Annual Evaluation of the IEC: After a discussion of the best methods to conduct an
annual evaluation of the IEC members and with a strong belief that such an evaluation
should be conducted by elected officers, not appointed committee members, Struble,
moved that IEC will assign the responsibility of an annual evaluation of the IEC members
to the region chairs. The region chairs will conduct an annual written evaluation of the
individual executive committee members’ performance. The region chairs shall develop
a written review process developed by October 1, 2007 that will be communicated to the
IEC. The first review by the region chairs will be conducted in February 2008 and
reported to the Board of Directors at least 40 days before the annual Board of Directors
meeting. Davis seconded the'motion which passed by a unanimous vote.

November 1 Deadline for Submitting Applications for the IEC: Struble made the
motion and Roland seconded that the IEC reaffirm the policy that any member, chapter or
region forum may petition to place on the ballot a candidate for election to an office of
the International Executive Committee. Any such petition must be submitted to the
International Nominations and Elections Committee not later than the 1st business day of
November of the year proceeding the year in which the election is scheduled to take
place. The motion was approved unanimously.

Chapter Three Meeting: The IEC has requested and scheduled a meeting with Chapter
Three leaders on Thursday, June 21 at 9 am regarding education issues and request for

financial information for tax purposes.

Adjournment: There being no other items before the IEC, the meeting adjourned.

JUNE 18, 2007
SACRAMENTO. CA

The Colonial Region 4 Caucus was called to order at 7:00 a.m. on June 18, 2007 at the Convention
Center in Sacramento, CA by Region Chair Shelby Hicks, SR/WA.

The Treasurer presented a report showing a balance of $4,371.84. Five chapters have donated to the
Region travel fund for a total of $2,720.53.

The Chair reviewed the matters that will come before the International Directors meeting on
Wednesday, June 20, 2007. Kevin Barkdull explained the procedures followed at the meeting and
asked all directors to sign in with him before leaving the caucus this morning.

Representatives from West Virginia Chapter 21 spoke on their bid to host the 2012 International
Education Seminar.

Ken Davis, SR/WA explained the proposed bylaw changes affecting the International Nominations
and Elections Committee. The International Executive Committee is proposing to change the bylaws
such that the new International elections and Awards Committee will evaluate all candidates for
positions on the International Executive Committee to verify they meet the eligibility requirements,
but will not endorse or nominate one candidate over the others. This will place all candidates on an
equal footing. Also, the Region Chairs instead of the International Nominations and Elections
Committee will evaluate the incumbent members of the International Executive Committee. The
IEC is also proposing policy changes on the procedure for submitting applications for candidacy.
The IEC would prefer to use policy changes rather than changes in the bylaws to reduce the time
necessary to make the changes. Discussion followed with many questions from the members. Phil
Cottone, SR/WA spoke in opposition to the proposed changes in the bylaws, noting that the
proposed changes would take away much of the authority of the International Directors.

The International Nominations and Elections Committee (INEC) submitted the
following two IRWA Bylaws Amendment for approval by the Board of Directors.

First Proposed Bylaws Amendment::

Section 5. Nomination and Election of Officers

Nominations by the International Elections and Awards Committee: The Committee will
qualify all nominations for vacant IEC positions and evaluate and make recommendations with
regard to the existing IEC members with regard to their nominations.

The Committee shall submit a report to the International President, with a copy to the
International Secretary, containing the names of all the qualified persons for all vacant
positions; and recommend the names of the persons for the positions that the existing IEC
members have submitted nominations for in conjunction with any other nominations for these
same positions, except those of International President, Region Chairs and Region Vice Chairs,
not less than forty days prior to the date of the annual meeting of the Board of Directors
provided, however, that in the event that the International President Elect has assumed the
office of the International President, as a result of a vacancy in that office, a nominee for the
office of International President shall also be named in said report.

Second Proposed Bylaws Amendment:

Nomination by Petition:

Any member, Chapter or Region Forum may petition to place on the ballot a candidate for
election to an office of the International Executive Committee. Any such petition must be
submitted to the International Elections and Awards Committee not later than the 1st business
day of November of the year proceeding the year in which the election is scheduled to take
place.

After much discussion the Board of Directors voted to reject the amendments.

Gordon mentioned that he would be stepping down as Secretary/Treasurer next
year. Joe Bottino unofficially announced that he would be interested in taking
over the position.

At the present time, Dave Wood is the only candidate for Region Vice Chair.

Chapter leadership forms are due to Bonnie Gray at International and Shelby
ASAP.

Jim Struble announced that Juan Zaragosa, SR/WA would not be running again
for a position on the IEC due to medical issues. Randy Williams, SR/WA from
Austin, will be moving up.

There has been a policy change — no vote required ~ to develop a process for
region chairs to vote “confidence” or “no confidence” for potential IEC members.
The INEC will meet to “qualify” candidates for office based on the questionnaires
returned by the Region Chairs & Vice Chairs, with late April notification to the IEC
and BOD.



Gina Anthony will look into the EMPLOYER OF THE YEAR application forms to
see if there is a way to get all companies on a more even playing field, since
DOT's can not compare to large private companies when it comes to sending
employees to conferences, paying for all expenses, etc., all of which count as
points on the nomination form.

SARPA ha= money to give away. Applications are due February 4™. Chapter
leaders should be encouraged to solicit applications from chapter members and
their families. One member’'s nephew received a scholarship — does not have to
be immediate family.

Each Chapter should be encouraged to submit a nomination for a
PROFESSIONAL OF THE YEAR. Joe Bottino will be chairing this committee,
and will be assisted by Pat Dablock and Karen Coon.

REGIONAL WEBSITE

Shelby mentioned that Dave Kook had agreed to set up the regional website with
the outline provide by International. She also mentioned that METFIRMS.com is
Maryland’s web provider. Chapters 55 & 56 do not have websites. Chapter 9
has had problems with theirs recently. Joe Bottino would like to be provided with
information on our web provider.

MEMBERSHIP

Shelby mentioned that there is a Pending members List on-line under
LEADERSHIP RESOURCES on the International Website.

New policy was reiterated — anyone joining after October 1 will be billed the
annual rate for 2008, but will have membership effective in October.

September 2007 showed an increase in memhbership over September 2006.

On-line training will be provided to Membership Chairs & Chapter Leaders
November 1%

Membership chairs should have received the new membership booklets by this
time.

Shelby stated that since the International Membership Committee no longer
exists and they used to approve Members at Large applications, the Region
Chairs will now approve them. At-Large Members have no specific Chapters
available to them (i.e. Hawaii, Wyoming, etc). IRWA has 15 or less at-large
members.



RWIEF

$40,000 was raised for the RWIEF @ dues renewal this year by the $10
voluntary contribution per member. This year that voluntary contribution will be
raised to $15 on the renewal forms. Last year if you renewed on-line, you could
not waive thzi contribution. That has been corrected, and you will be able to opt
out on-line.

RWIEF brochures will be sent out soon.
EDUCATION

For the first time in 3 years, class sizes have increased. The average class size
in 2006 was 15.8 students. [n 2007 it was 18.

International can supply surveys for what classes are needed at no charge to the
chapters.

The importance of having class coordinators complete the on-line training was
stressed. No matter how many students enroll in the class, the chapter will get
credit for 1 tuition.

In the first half of 2008 a web-based t raining platform will be introduced. Initially,
it will consist of 6 to 8 IRWA courses and between 40-50 courses offered by
other providers.

Lara Bailey comprised a matrix of courses being given within the Region and
asked each Chapter to project their 3-year education program. In addition to
Course 205 in March, 2008, | tentatively put us in for Course 603 in April, 2009
(which would be at the Spring Forum) and Course 403 in September, 2010.

Dave Layne mentioned that appraisal courses were submitted & accepted by the
Appraisal Foundation as follows:

400 and 401 - approved for qualifying and continuing ed
402 and 403 - approved for continuing ed

410 - will be submitted this week

407 and 409 - will be submitted by the end of the year.

Dave said that they want the courses to be approved before the 2008 USPAP
takes effect. He also mentioned that even though the courses have been
accepted by the Appraisal Foundation, we would still have to apply and pay the
required fees in each state. Each state can go on-line and get automatic
approval, but they have different requirements ~ courses may have to be
submitted every year in some states. International should have a matrix already
filled out for the 400 Series Courses. Contact is Ron Ellis.



If course registrants are paying by credit card and enrolling thru International, you
can check EDUCATION EVENT REGISTRANTS - ACTIVE EVENTS on the
IRWA website to see who has signed up with a credit card.

It was mentioned by several chapters that International is late in sending course
brochures. You're probably better off sending yourself.

It was suggested that course mailers be sent to municipalities, governmental
agencies, etc. in hopes that non-members may also attend courses.

Each Chapter Course Coordinator gets an ACE (Appreciating Coordinating
Excellence) payment after each class (25-29 students - $25 and 30+ - $50).
This payment goes directly to the coordinator, and can be used for merchandise.
Merchandise catalog will be expanding by mid-October.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Alan Wurtz will be chairing a Task Force for SRAWA & R/W certifications. An
outside consultant (Smith-Buckland) has been enlisted. Recommendations for
promoting and marketing the role and scope of programs and determining what
we should be offering and what each state’s requirements are will be
investigated.

FORUM NOTES:

Shelby did mention that Relocation & Transportation Committees were the only
committees to provide reports to the Chapters/Region — even though they are
obligated to do so. She said they will continue to monitor and action will be
taken if they do not provide reports in the future.

Shelby said that they will be phasing out the Chapter Reports at future forums.

Industry Committee Representatives only

Effective January 1, 2008

Region Representatives must indicate, in writing, to the Travel Fund Committee
(TFC), by January 15 their intention to request funding for the coming year.

The Region will supplement unfunded or underfunded Representatives up to $250.00
per committee meeting if funds are available.

The funding request will be limited to two committee meetings annually.

Each request for reimbursement shall indicate the need for financial assistance and an
estimate of expenses. Under no circumstance shall reimbursement exceed total
expenses.

Every funded Representative must submit a committee report to the Region Chair for
distribution at the next Forum meeting.

The TFC shall review each funding request and approve or deny the request.
Notification to the requesting Representative will be in writing, with copies to the
Region Chair, Region Vice Chair and Region Treasurer. Approval will state the
dollar limit of reimbursement.

Reimbursement for expenses must be submitted to the TFC within 30 days following
the meeting, along with a completed Region expense report form. If approved,
expenses shall be paid within 45 days of receipt.

The TFC shall annually review the voluntary contribution of $4.00 per member. Any
undisbursed travel funds will be used in recalculating the voluntary contribution per
member for the following year.

The TFC will provide funding with what is in the account in the current year.

It is recommended that Representatives attend the Annual International Education
Conference to remain active Representatives.

Representatives shall be the liaison to the corresponding Chapter committees, though
they are not required to attend Regional Forums.

The Region Treasurer shall submit a report annually on all travel fund
reimbursements to the Region Chair, Region Vice Chair and TFC Chair. The Report
will include the amount and recipient of each reimbursement. '
