International Right of Way Annual Conference was held in Denver. KristinaHofmann
[represented our Chapter as a Director. The Directors confirmed the slate of

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Last Meeting September 15, 2005. The meeting was held at
Jester’ s Cafe in Bordentown. Overall the food and
location seemed popular.

Our presenter was Doug Anderson (Williams Pipeline). He had a great
PowerPoint presentation and discussed the installation of a 3 mile

long 36" diameter pipeline adjacent to the Turnpike crossing Rt. 206.

Doug explained the welding process, steps needed to protect topsoil

along the pipeline corridor and wetlands preservation techniques

used during construction. Another interesting aspect was the cement

encased pipes used where the water table is high to prevent the pipes

from floating to the surface. This pipeline parallels an existing 30" corridor

and required the purchase of additional right of way to accommodate a

25’ safety buffer between the two lines. Since thisis an interstate pipeline,

Williams used federal eminent domain powers and thus was able to

overcome substantial political resistance and the impediment of NJ farmland
preservation in order to build the pipeline on schedule. The pipeline

construction was nearly completed by the time of our meeting and combined

with tropical rain bands and high humidity most did not visit the site.

Thisis Doug'’s second attempt to show an active pipeline installation. If he
doesfind athird installation site, we may have to pitch tents and eat lunch
on site in order to guarantee we finally get to see what is going in that ditch.

If you are interested in serving in a position, please
forward your name prior to the meeting so that we can add you to the ballot.
The office of President requires prior service in one of the lesser titlesfirst to
gain exposure, so if you are interested in President, you will need to indicate
which office you have held in the Chapter.

The office of Director is an automatic position which the former President
moves into after leaving office. Directors represent the chapters at the
International Board of Directors meetings which are held during the Annual
Education Forums.

Regional Fall Forum Our Regional Fall Forum was held in Portland Maine.
The regional meeting consists of the Chapter Presidents and the Regional Chair
and Vice Chair along with the Regional Treasurer/Secretary. The Region
discussed several issuesin particular. First was the need to assist those
members of the Region International committee Reps with travel expenses.
The Regional Chair, Ken Davis noted that other regions have undertaken a
number of innovative methods to assist with funding, including holding regional
seminars and training during forums to raise funds toward that expense.

The general consensus was that seeking funding through such events would

be a good long term solution. As a short term solution, it was agreed that the
Chapters would be requested to make a voluntary contribution of $5.00 per

member toward funding our regional representatives in attending I nternational
Committee meetings. Sincethisisavoluntary matter, Chapter 15 will look
into this matter and determine our level of participation at alater time. The
region will continue to explore long term funding mechanisms.
Asacorollary, many persons felt that the Region should be moreinvolved in
planning regional forums. At present the host chapter puts together most of
the events on its own.

There was spirited debate on the need to consider what the true function of a
regional forumis. Severa thoughts were voiced, among them the concept of
having one of the two meetings be more of an educational meeting. It was
good to hear that many felt that the forums need to be more focused on the
needs of the members.

Another matter brought up was reporting chapter and regional income and
expenses for tax and audit purposes. The International Executive Committee
has reviewed the matter and found that this required specia attention. To
that end, they have acquired Quicken software which will allow all chapter
and regional treasurersto enter their accountsin asimplified system using
theinternet to log on. Several persons commented that they had used
Quicken and that it was as easy as using a checkbook. Mr. Davis noted

that there would be training available. This method will make reporting
taxes and audits almost automatic and will make it easier for new

treasurers to take over the books when they enter office. This new

system will be phased in with the regions first followed by the chapters.

The new system was paid for by International and will be kept up to date,
freeing chapters from the expense and bother of having their own accounting
software. Each chapter will have its own unique account and only that
chapter will be able to post information on their portion of the system.

A duesincrease in 2007 was also mentioned, although details were not available.

Next regional forum will be hosted in Washington, PA by Chapter #55.

Crab Cakes

1/2 cup Green Onions -Chopped 2 tablespoons Fat Free Plain Y ogurt
2 tablespoons Parsley -.Chopped 1 tablespoon Lemon Juice

1 tablespoon Fat Free Mayonnaise 1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce

1/2 teaspoon Paprika ~ 1/4 teaspoon Red Pepper
1/4 teaspoon Dry Mustard 1 pound Crab Meat -Flaked
1 1/4 cup Fresh Bread Crumbs

Directions. Combine the scallions, parsley, yogurt, lemon juice, mayonnaise,
Worcestershire, and mustard in a large bowl. Add the crab and 1/4 cup of

the breadcrumbs. Lightly tossto coat the crab. Form 8 patties; coat them

with the remaining bread crumbs, pressing the crumbs into place. Place cakes
on aplate lined with wax paper and refrigerate for 30 minutes. Coat a baking
sheet with non-stick spray. Place the patties on the sheet and bake at 350 F
until cakes are golden, about 10-15 min.
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
